1. Drill a 2-1/2” diameter hole in the shower wall or wall above the bathtub rim for the steam outlet
line. (see Figure 6).

The steam line can run up, down, or horizontal; but cannot run down and then up. If it does, a steam
trap may be produced at the low point blocking the flow of steam.

2. Connect the brass pipe or tubing from the steam outlet on the generator, to the 2-1/2" diameter hole
in the shower wall. See Figure 4 as a guide. Ensure that the steamhead housing is flush with the

finished wall and secured into position. Use Teflon tape/solder for connections. Do not over tighten
fittings. DO NOT USE PVC CEMENT.

3.When finalizing installation, install the Steamhead into the housing, making sure that the
aromatherapy fill channels are facing upwards; see Figure 5. To ensure that no moisture gets
behind the Steamhead and into the wall, place a generous bead of waterproof silicone around the
Steamhead, using the machined groove (located on the back of the Steamhead) as a guide. Be
sure there isn’t any debris within the housing, and that the two O-rings are in place on the
Steamhead. Slide the Steamhead into the housing until the Steamhead is tight against the

finished wall. You may need to wipe away any excess silicone. Use Figure 5 as a reference to
these steps.

Control Installation

. Make sure that power to the generator is OFF

. Identify control location inside shower, use Template on Page 17B to drill 1/2” hole in
shower wall 60” from floor.

. We suggest running control cable through conduit.Bring the control cable from the generator
or Light & Sound System through 1/2” diameter hole. Screw the control cable into control,
carefully lining up contact pins.

. DO NOT pinch, nalil, staple, wedge etc. the cable. DO NOT wrap the cable around steam
line or otherwise route it in such a manner that the hot steam line could melt the cable.
Any damage to the control cable will result in the control not working properly.

. Carefully connect the other end of the control cable to the generator BEFORE turning
power on to the generator (See Pg. 6)

. THESE STEPS MUST BE TAKEN FOR CORRECT INSTALL. Coat the entire groove
on control back with supplied waterproof silicone. Completely seal the control to the wall
so moisture does not get behind it. Place the control on the wall pressing firmly. You may
need to tape the control into place until the silicone dries. Be careful not to harm the
wall/control with the tape. Let dry for 24 hours before using steam bath.(ThermaSol
recommends one powerflush cycle after every 30 uses or at least twice a year.
System will also prompt use when Powerflush is required)

Requirements For Proper Installation

Ensure the steamroom to be used is vapor proof. It should have a vapor proof door
that seals well so the steam does not escape. Make sure the walls, ceiling and floor
materials are suitable for use with steam and hot condensation produced.

Unit may be installed up to 50 feet away from steam room and must be in a dry,
non-combustible well ventilated Space 6” clearance around generator. Add slope of 17/ foot.

Use copper or brass fittings only (NEVER USE GALVANIZED FITTINGS).

The water inlet uses 3/8" flex hose on Pro Series. For other models, use 3/8" NPT. The
steam outlet has a 1/2" brass union for easy installation (Models 650, 850, 1150 not included).

The generator must be upright, accessible and on a level surface with all connections on
top. Access panel must be unobstructed and allow for easy access.

Place the Smitty Pan under the unit. Plumb the 3/4" drain connection on pan to an approved
drain (Smitty Pan included with Pro Series - plumber supplied otherwise). Smitty pan must
be installed in all generator installations.

Connect a tee to the cold water line. Install copper pipe to the tee.

Install a brass shut-off valve on the water inlet line in an accessible area prior to the brass
union and recommended in-line water filter.

Insert water line debris screen (included).

. Before making the water connection, flush the water line into a five-gallon pail to remove any
silt or other materials that may be in the water inlet line.

. Make the final connection and turn on water. All ThermaSol generators are equipped
with an automatic water fill system. The water will stop after unit is filled.

. The steam line can run up, down once, or horizontal; but never run down and then up. If it
does, a steam trap will be produced at the low point blocking the flow of steam. Do not
plumb a trap in the steam line. Insulate the steam outlet piping if the piping run exceeds
10 feet or is exposed to cold areas.

Note: Use steam rated insulation.

. Do not plumb the pressure relief valve into the steam line. Plumbing the pressure relief
valvg |tnto ;rhg steam line can be hazardous, should the steam outlet be capped off
or obstructed.

. Pitch/angle steam lines back towards generator before any up or down turns - pitch/angle
towards steam room after any up or down and avoid perfectly level plumbed lines. Do not
plumb any traps.

15. Make sure water is turned on to unit before supplying power to the unit.
